The article must be presented taking into account the Standards of the American Psychological Association (APA), in its latest version. 

A length of no more than 8,000 words is recommended.

Bold type should be used for the titles and subtitles of the sections. Italics should be used, not quotes, to highlight key terms within the text; the bold letters are only for the case of the titles that go inside the text.

It is necessary to locate the tables or figures, in case of, in the exact place where you think it should be presented, never as an annex.





INTRODUCTION
It implies a recapitulation of the topic to be developed, the theoretical advances and research antecedents (75% of references must be from the last decade) that support the work developed in the article. It is a sample of the relevance of what has been worked on, together with the objectives and proposals for achieving it. This must be properly cited and may contain as many subtitles as the author considers necessary.

MATERIAL AND METHODS
It includes the specification of the organization, carried out to achieve the objectives proposed throughout the presented work. It implies the presence of sub-sections that show: Design used, Population and sample or Participants (for qualitative studies), Ethical considerations[footnoteRef:4], Procedures developed, Techniques and Instruments for the collection of information and Data analysis. [4:  All research projects must be evaluated and authorized in advance by the ethics committee of the sponsoring institution and must be communicated by the authors to the publishing entities.] 


RESULTS
It shows the structuring of the collected data, according to the proposed objectives. They must be presented clearly and precisely, according to the method proposed. Include in this same section the tables and figures necessary to present the results, preferably in XLS and JPG format.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS
It determines the juxtaposition of the results, with the theoretical background that precedes and sustains the work developed. It supposes a sample of the reflections of the author in relation to the new knowledge generated in dialogue with the already existing knowledge.
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
