Discussion (Arial font, size 12, bold, centered)
It is written at 1.5 spacing, Arial font, size 12, justified, indented on the first line from the second paragraph. It is important to demonstrate a broad understanding of the results and their implications. Inference is reached (generalization, explanation, analysis, interpretation and understanding). The analysis is based on contrasting processes between: objectives – supporting theory – meaning of the finding or data itself – critical/argumentative stance of the researchers. Includes quotes, recent mainstream literature that serves as a foundation for what is stated (both in English and Spanish).
